ReForest Now was registered with the Australian Government in January 2018. From then we began
the hard work of establishing a Not for Profit with virtually no startup funds, seeking small grants and
community donations.

Summary of Deliverables

2,000 rainforest trees planted in fire affected Wanganui to increase local
resilience.

How rainforests resist fire.

1 Vines stop the flow of drying air through the rainforest edge, keeping the inside wet.

1 Thick, multilayered tree canopy protects ground moisture from radiation as no direct sun
pierces a complete rainforest canopy.

1 Thick canopy stops embers from floating in and starting ground fires with the forest.

1 The moist, fungal, thick leaf litter is permanently damp due to it& ecological nature, meaning
that floating embers from nearby fires is unlikely to ignite the forest floor.

1 Around half the rainforest species can pump water through their bodily systems as an
adaptation to super wet climates, as such they can wilt and shrivel instead of catching on fire.

1 Recycle water in the atmosphere with bacterial and fungal symbiosis to increase local rainfall,
inhibiting dry conditions that start fires on a regional level.

This site was heavily predated on by a group of 30 padymelons that live on the property, coming
down from the gorge above. They have done quite some damage to the trees, but there are enough
left to make good canopy.

In one photo it can be seen how they wrestle with the trees and snap them. Almost no trees died from
other causes. Normally when padymelon predation is an issue tree guards are used, these are
however expensive and we will see how many more trees are killed before investing in that option.

While the offending culprits could not be brought to
justice we hope they are feeling well fed from the
easily accessible fresh new growth.

ReForest Now stays committed to the creation of a
truce with Padymelon gang until your trees have
grown large enough to make a canopy.
